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It caught me off guard the other night. 
 
I left the session meeting which adjourned much later 
than normal – at 9:05 pm. By time I left the building 
at 9:30 pm, it was snowing outside. We were sup-
posed to get a blast. Without even thinking, I broke 
out into “Oh the weather outside is frightful, but the 
fire is so delightful!” It wasn’t a particularly lovely 
version of the Christmas song, but no one was around 
to complain. And it wasn’t even Christmas. 
 
It made me remember a time when I was winter 
camped along the Au Sable River in mid Michigan. 
My buddy had driven down this hilly embankment to 
get to a place where humanity did not exist. It 
snowed all day, all night, and into the next day. The 
pine trees that lined the shoreline had pillows of 
snow on the boughs.  We ate brats cooked out under 
a tarp. Nothing ever quite tasted that good. Our be-
loved Golden Retriever, Haley, reveled in lying out 
in the mounting snow. I feared it would be hard to 
get out of there by time we needed to. 
 
It snowed all the next morning…and probably 10 
inches or more was on the ground. When the time 
came, we would try to drive out. No cell phone 
worked there. It was so quiet you could hear the 
snow falling against the tent. When the time came to 
leave, the truck got a full head of steam and lifted us 
right out. Sweet! It was actually surprising to not be 
stuck in that winter wonderland. 
 
Sometimes we live and behave as those who are de-
fined by one word… “STUCK.” Admittedly, being 
stuck often stinks, especially when control has been 
taken away. 
 
We can feel stuck at work with no promotion, stuck 
in a dead end relationship, stuck with declining fi-
nances, stuck in destructive habits and attitudes, even 
stuck in just seeing ourselves as being stuck. Get it? 
Many of us are often stuck by how we think about 
things. We behave as if the sum total of options is in 
our grasp, as if we have all of the moving pieces fig-
ured out, and that God will fall in line with our pre-
arranged scenario. Hardly! God seems never eager to 
merely function within the limits of my world. 
 
To be responsive to God’s leading, it will usually 

require that we exit our comfort zone, that we relin-
quish our sense of “control,” and that we ask God to do 
what God does best, to do a “new thing” in our midst. 
(Isaiah 43:19). More than anything, it might mean trust-
ing Christ to take us someplace we could have never 
gotten to on our own.

Enter, O Holy 
Spirit, and bend our wills to your presence, and stir our 
hearts to your leading.

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Following the third service on February 14 twenty- 
four SPC member/servants showed up to be a part of 
an ongoing effort to respond to the needs of our sister 
city, Wilmington, so badly affected by the recent loss 
of 8,000 jobs.  This job loss affected six different 
counties surrounding  the Wilmington area.  The dif-
ficulty for those who lost their jobs is placing an 
added demand on the Sugartree Ministries which 
maintains a six day/week evening feeding program to 
the community.   
 
Our first official participation took place on Thurs-
day, February 25 as a number of our people traveled 
to Wilmington to help serve the meals and to touch 
lives with words and smiles of encouragement, and  
listening/understanding ears. 
 
Our next planned participation will be on Thursday, 
March 25.  We will leave the church parking lot at 
5:00 p.m. and car pool for those who want to take 
advantage of the fellowship and sharing time. 
However, some who live closer to Wilmington will 
drive themselves and meet the rest of us upon our 
arrival.   
 
Other times are also available for those who cannot 
be a part of the Thursday evening group.  Servers can 
show up at Sugartree Ministries any evening at 5:30 
Monday – Saturday without notice.  Noon meals on 
Wednesdays and Saturdays from noon to1:00 p.m. 
can also use additional servers.   You are  
encouraged to go when you can, to recruit your own 
team, and to be a part of this excellent opportunity to 
make a positive impact upon those who are waiting 
for their lives to be put back together.

DONATION DEADLINE- SUNDAY MARCH 14  
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This is our fifth year of support to Pass Christian Schools through scholarships for their graduating seniors.  The fund 
drive will start in March and continue through most of April.  We have been involved with the rebuilding of  this 
school district since Katrina hit them and destroyed, not only most of the town of Pass Christian, but every school 
building in it, except a grade school in the northern part of the district.  We were told at the outset that 1) getting the 
schools on their feet was the key to getting people to return and rebuild and 2) the best course we could take was con-
tinuing support, rather than a one-time effort.  Both statements could not have been more on the mark.  In the five 
years since Katrina, we have forged a partnership with the school district by providing funds, materials and in some 
instances, labor to meet their emerging needs.  In every instance, we have sought to empower them to use our dona-
tions as they saw fit, rather than tie them to specific projects.  In the instance of scholarships, the district chose to 
mostly target them for students who were going to attend local colleges, with the idea they would be the ones most 
likely remain in the area and help with the rebuilding.   
 

This is turning out to be a successful strategy, thanks largely to your generous support.  I can tell you that the out-
pouring of gratitude from the students and their parents has been and continues to be extraordinary. Two administra-
tors from the high school will be here early this month to tell that story.  So when you are asked to donate to this 
fund, please respond with your customary generosity and then some.  May God bless you all for your unwavering 
support.

Session News and Notes  
February 8, 2010 

 

Rev. Shirley Hutchins opened the meeting with an 
inspirational devotional about “Thy Kingdom 
Come”. 

Motions were passed to approve the minutes of 
the January Session mtg., Congregational mtg. 
held February 7, together with general consent for 
statistical reports and other uncontested items and  

 

committee reports. 

A correction to the list of people authorized to conduct 
church business was approved. The Statistical Annual Re-
port for 2009 was approved as submitted.  

Approved the recommendation of the Joint Finance Com-
mittee that the following be named to the Audit Commit-
tee: Bev Gill, Chairman; Tom Fisher, Bob Morgenfeld, 
and  Tom Orr. 

There was considerable discussion regarding the proposal 
to adopt a “single meeting night” for the standing commit-
tees.  It was agreed that the single meeting trial period 
would be extended through May, with the following modi-
fications: the starting time for the meetings will be at 7:00 
p.m., with a fellowship/communication period of 45 min-
utes beginning at 6:15 p.m. for the committee chairmen.  
The designated meeting night of the 3rd Thursday of the 
month will continue.  In June the Session will evaluate the 
single meeting night concept to determine if the objectives 
such as increased efficiency and improved communication 
are being met. 

Elder John Shaw reminded the Session that Confirmation 
would be held on Wednesday April 21 and encouraged 
other elders to work with the confirmands regarding their 
faith journeys. 

It was agreed to take no action regarding the reporting rela-
tionship of the Facilities Development Team (“FDT”).  
The FDT was chartered by the Session and should con-
tinue to report directly to the Session.  Where appropriate, 
FDT may want to consult with groups such as Trustees, if 
additional expertise on a particular subject is needed. 
 

Jack Taylor introduced the idea of developing a transi-
tional plan for elders assuming committee chairmanships.  
Several alternatives exist and will be explored in the  
future. 

The Cincinnati Presbytery is scheduled to meet at Syca-
more Church on February 9. Ken Buck and Don Venseret 
are the Commissioners who represent Sycamore Church. 
Dr. Kent suggested that others might wish to attend to see 
how the Presbytery operates.  (Subsequently, the Presby-
tery meeting was postponed due to a snowstorm.  It is to be 
rescheduled for later in February.) 

Representatives from Pass Christian High School will be 
visiting Sycamore Church March 5-7, with a congrega-
tional dinner scheduled for Saturday March 6th. 

The next Session meeting will be March 8, 2010. A prayer 
was given by Dr. Kent to close the meeting.
